 This year in music technology class, we will use our class website, www.hrmsmusic.com as an 
online resource in looking at student work.  Each student will use basic keyboard skills to perform music to 
the best of their abilities.  They will compose original compositions using patterns and samples reviewed in 
class.  They will use knowledge in music theory to analyze printed music in a variety of musical styles.  
They will create group compositions to be performed and recorded in class.  In addition, students will 
include in their portfolios reflections about their compositions.  These portfolios will be an important part 
of the music class this year.  They will be used both to teach and as one way to assess each student’s 
development in music.   
 Eventually, all of our student portfolios will be available online through out music website.  I 
encourage the students to visit the website periodically for information on projects we work on in class and 
to view student portfolios.  Please let me know if you don’t have access to the internet and I will try to 
make accommodations so the student and you can still listen to the music with CDs. 
 You, too, will have opportunities to write comments that can go into the portfolio.  When you 
listen to your child’s music you may email me with comments that may be helpful in your child’s creative 
and learning process.  One thing you may notice about this working portfolio is that it is a full and “busy” 
collection that promotes self-analysis—not some tidy showpiece for us to see.   Please fill in the permission 
form on the bottom and return it with your child.
